Description:
You cannot be a “Survivor” in SUNY if you try to address all students’ needs in the same manner. In many instances, “who” they are drives “how” they mature and grow. Students from different ethnicities, gender, ages and sexual orientations have different growth and maturation challenges that differ in many ways from each other and certainly do not ascribe to the student development models written about white male students over thirty years ago. Understanding their differences can heighten your understanding and sensitize you to their specific needs which can only lead to improving your interactions with them.  

A brief overview of past student development models will serve as a contrast to a review of some of the important student development models and theories that underscore and explain the needs of the following under-represented students: (a) African-American students at predominately white campuses, (b) gender ethical development differences, (c) Asian American student development, (d) mixed race student development, (e) adult learner student models, and (f) homosexuality identity formation. Finally, the session will close with a look at a new way of thinking about how majority students think and struggle about their relationship with their under-represented peers.
