Each campus today must conduct a legally and professionally sound information security program. To assist the campuses’ alignment with laws and the changing demands for managing risk, the SUNY Information Security Initiative has recently released a new document that will serve as SUNY’s first standard in information security, for use by campus executives, operations, and University audit. The document describes a balanced set of inter-connected actions sufficient to run a professionally and legally sound information security program and to use that program to protect the confidentiality of sensitive information. Because the document describes only a subset of the requirements facing campuses, it is called a set of “Minimally Required Actions.”
